Albert Royo has always been involved in the fields of public affairs, government communications and
international relations. He holds a B.A. in Political Science (1999) and an M.A. in Applied Economics
(2002) from the Pompeu Fabra University in Barcelona. He has taught International Relations and
European Affairs at the Pompeu Fabra University and at Uruguay’s Diplomatic School. From 2013 to
2017 Albert Royo was Secretary General of the Public Diplomacy Council of Catalonia. During this
period he designed and implemented a public diplomacy strategy that placed Catalonia on the
international agenda and raised its profile in international public opinion.
